Forward in Faith: The Archdiocese of Washington 
embarked on the Forward in Faith campaign in 2004 to 
raise funds to support six critical archdiocesan priorities: 
education, Catholic Charities, pastoral services, multi-
cultural apostolates, ministry enhancement and parishes.  
The goal of the campaign is to raise a minimum $135 
million by December 31, 2010 in support of these 
objectives.  As of September 30, 2009, $106.1 million has 
been received in pledge payments toward the Forward in 
Faith goal across the Diocese. Together, through Forward 
in Faith, we are providing for today’s needs while 
building a stronger foundation for the future.  Every 
parish in the archdiocese was assigned a goal to assist 
with the Forward in Faith campaign.  St. John’s goal was 
$825,000.  We have received $830,334 in cash and 
pledges to date in support of the Forward in Faith 
campaign. Of which, $740,184 had been paid as of 
September 30, 2009. Our parish goal is to redeem 100% 
of our remaining pledges.  Our parish receives a portion 
of the proceeds that we raise for Forward in Faith.  Thus 
far, we have received $148,037.  Thank you to every 
donor here at St. John’s who has fulfilled or continues to 
fulfill their pledge to Forward in Faith.  We have until 
December of 2010 to retire the remaining pledge 
balances.
